Expectations of the Week:

Rules
are for their safety and the good of the group.

J Church property is to be respected at all times. Our activity space is limited to
the tenting area, the gym, the bathrooms closest to the gym and the hallway area
outside of the gym, unless otherwise stated.

. Fireworks, matches, lighters, weapons, and anything of a hazardous nature is
prohibited. Only one warning will be issued and a second infraction will result in a
parent being called.

J Cell Phones: Youth are permitted to bring their cell phones with them this
week. However, to keep their phones safe and secure, our Adult Leaders will collect
phones and keep them on site with us at all times. If your child wants to make a call
or text you they are allowed to do so, but will need to ask our adult leaders to access
their phone. Cell phones ARE NOT permitted in tents after lights out. (This is also a
safely measure for our youth, as we do not want Jr. High students posting their
location on social media throughout the week) If you have questions, please contact
Pastor Brent at bcamilleri@deepruneast.org.

Failure to abide by any of these expectations will result in a warning. If a second
infraction occurs, youth will be removed from the group and the situation and
consequences will be discussed with them. Third time will result in a parent being
called to pick the child up.
